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KEY ISSUES OF CONCERN  
 TO THE INDUSTRY  



·Safety remains the greatest challenge facing African 
aviation.  

·Members of AFRAA and IATA have an excellent 
record comparable to those of any other carriers 
worldwide. 

· AFRAA welcomes the decision by Heads of States 
early this year to make IOSA mandatory by 2015. 

·We urge all States to rectify deficiencies identified 
through the ICAO USOAP audits particularly those 
with serious safety concerns. 

·AFRAA opposed to the EU banned list which is 
negatively painting all African airlines.   

·We are working with relevant stakeholders to ensure 
that all States and airlines on the EU banned list are 
out by 2015.

IMPROVE SAFETY 



· Aviation infrastructure in many African States is deficient and not coping with the 
growing  industry.   

· At many airports, there is need to develop and expand airports, runways and air 
navigation facilities.  

· Airports should be open 24 hours a day.  

· Relevant authorities should be proactive and plan for the expected rapid expansion of 
African aviation in the coming years. 

· There is need to adequately accommodate transit passengers at airports  

· Airports should fully establish services with reliable IT platforms to process passengers 
and baggage. 
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NEED TO DEVELOP ADEQUATE 
INFRASTRUCTURE  



 

·In the 1980s to 1990s, Africa had at least 26 States with airlines flying 
intercontinental routes to and from Africa.  

·By 2002, the number of such airlines had been reduced to about a dozen.  

·The intercontinental market share of African airlines is only about 20%. 

·We need the AU and African States to help reverse this through the full 
implementation of YD, ensuring a common African negotiating position 
since the EU negotiates as a block whilst African States negotiate 
individually.  

·African States that do so need to desist from giving more favourable 
treatment to foreign carriers in terms of giving them more traffic rights 
which are denied African carriers.  

·In West and Central Africa, due to lack of a strong African carrier, region 
is dominated by non-African carriers.  
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LOSS OF MARKET SHARE  



·The current contribution of African aviation 
of less than 3% of global traffic can be 
massively increased if governments adopt 
appropriate policies to reduce the extremely 
high industry costs.  

·The pax charges of typically $40-$90 at 
several airports need to be reduced to the 
global average of around $25, as well as fuel 
taxes and charges which are 50-100% higher 
than world average. 

·Such a policy shift will require governments 
to desist from treating air transport as a 
preserve for the rich.

·The African Civil Aviation Policy (AFCAP) was promulgated in 
2012.  

·The Policy, which has the backing of the AU Heads of States 
and governments, enlists and consolidates the political 
commitment of African States to work together through an 
agreed roadmap with the purpose of positioning Africa's air 
transport in the global economy.  

·What is missing is an action plan with timelines for the 
implementation of specific goals.  

·This can be done under the auspices of the AU and AFCAC.  

·With this policy, Africa has an opportunity to adopt a common 
approach to many of the aviation challenges confronting the 
continent.  

 

COMMON AVIATION POLICY  



·On the environment, AFRAA is pleased that 
States agreed a resolution charting the way

·The collective efforts by the international 
community including AFRAA and AFCAC have 
paid off with ICAO coming up with a global deal 
on aviation emissions. 

·It is unfortunate that following this landmark 
global agreement, the EU still wishes to pursue 
its emission trading scheme for flights within the 
EU airspace.
